Based on the existing “Sailing Program Manual”, organizes the maintenance and repair tasks to be done as well as schedules the volunteers to support the work.  The time commitment for the position will vary with a significant number of hours in the spring (May + June), some hours to put boats in storage (August), and a few hours for winterization tasks in September.  The main objective is to provide safe, functional equipment to WPRD for the Program.
Working directly with the Sailing Program Chair and with help from volunteer members of the Sailing Committee:
· Organize the pre-season tasks to be done and schedule volunteers to support the work.
· Coordinate sailing fleet repairs/maintenance in the spring with the support of 3-4 Sailing Committee volunteers.  Ensure maintenance space is available with Shop Steward.
· Prepare the 2 safety/chase motorboats and the Albee Beach moorings for use; launch and test the motorboats.
· Oversee the cleaning and transport of the fleet and all equipment to Albee Beach just prior to the start of classes, launch the 2 safety/chase boats, and then return the fleet to storage after classes are over.
· Haul the safety/chase boats, including motor maintenance and winterization.
· With sailing instructor input, assemble a list of needed repairs to be done the following spring.
